They will 

learn about the role water 

plays in our communities 

and the effect it has on our 

coastal and riverside 

landscape. The children will 

learn about the part this 

plays in the water cycle.

Children will explore 

different materials such as 

pencil, chalks, pastels and 

paint to create water 

related pieces of artwork. 

They will study the 

illustrations of The 

Mousehole Cat for 

inspiration and illustrate 

their own writing.  

Music 

The children will continue 

to learn the skills involved 

with playing the 

Violin as well as singing in 

class.

The children will be learning about leaders in 

different religions including Christianity, 

Judaism, Sikhism and Hinduism. 

P.E.
