Sports Morning:  Thank you to the many parents and family members who attended our School Sports morning. 

We hope you enjoyed the event as much as the children. We are very fortunate to have IG Sports in Frome who 

organised and supervised the events for the morning; paid for through our Sport Grant. We are only sorry that we 

had to cancel the Family Picnic this year due to a lack of dry spaces to host it. 

Thank you for bearing with us as this year as the weather provided a number of challenges. On Monday 24th June 

first thing in the morning the field had still not been cut and marked out as the grounds company could not cut the 

grass due to the rain and staff shortages. At 1pm we were able to confirm that the field was cut and marked and 

the forecast was indicating we may be able to go ahead. The changeable weather overnight and first thing Tuesday 

morning then gave us an added challenge and we could not confirm that it would definitely go ahead until we had 

finished clearing the field of rubbish and assessing the conditions at 8.30am. All parents should have received two 

texts updating them on the developing situation on Monday afternoon and Tuesday morning. If you did not receive 

these it is likely that you have not updated your primary contact number on our system as this is what is 

used by the texting service. Please check and notify the School Office if you need to change your contacts. 

We also posted a message on our school’s website and the VSA Facebook page was also updated as soon as a 

decision had been made. 

Wednesday 3rd July Transfer Day: This is the day when all our Year 4s will go to their new middle schools for the 

whole day. We will welcome our new Reception intake in for a taster morning. Our current Reception will go to their 

Year 1 classes for the morning and our current Year 2s will experience their new Key Stage 2 classes. Our current 

Year 3s will experience their new Key Stage 2 classes as well. You will receive a letter on Monday 1st July to say 

which class your child will be in in September 2019 and this is the class they will go to at the beginning of the day 

on Wednesday 3rd July. They will return to their old classroom at lunch time and be collected as usual at the end of 

the school day from their current classrooms.
